Canada’s superstar conductor Yannick Nézet-Séguin has directed the
Orchestre Métropolitain since 2000. In September 2008, he succeeded
Valéry Gergiev as musical director of the Rotterdam Philharmonic
Orchestra, and became Principal Guest Conductor of the London
Philharmonic Orchestra. In 2009, the Maestro made his debut at the
Netherlands Opera directing The Makropoulos Case by Janacek, and at
the Metropolitan Opera in New York directing Carmen. Later this year
he will make his La Scala and Royal Opera House debuts.
